Scallop Penne Alfredo—Semi Homemade 
Ingredients 

1 pound of scallops, cut each scallop into fourths   

1 zucchini, diced  

2 Squash, diced 

1 bunch of asparagus, rinsed and cut off at 1/3—use soft parts only   

1 tbsp. of minced garlic 

1/2  Vidalia onion small, sliced fine 

1 sm can of diced tomatoes (drained) 

1 jar of light Alfredo sauce 

1 cup of half and half cream 

1 container of Asiago, mozzarella, and feta 

1 round of smoked gouda cheese, graded  

Pam spray 

Olive oil and Earth Balance butter

Rinse and pat dry the scallops—pan sear with olive oil and butter—set aside.  Toss the zucchini, squash, and asparagus with olive oil and salt, 

then cook at 450® for 15—20 minutes.  Meanwhile, sauté onion and garlic with red pepper, lay on paper towels and set aside.  Boil penne 

pasta for 10 minutes and then drain.  Combine all ingredients in a bowl with blended cheese and alfredo sauce.  Place in a pan sprayed with 

Pam.  Cover with shredded gouda and broil at 450® until crispy on top.  Serve warm.  Enjoy!

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Our Educator, Katy Menne, was presented with a wonderful opportunity last month.  She was                    

contacted by the US Merchant Marine Academy at Kings Point, NY, by their Director of Marketing and                

Development Gregg Matalas.  Mr. Matalas wanted to interview a USMMA graduate in commemoration of 

the academy’s 75th anniversary.  The interviewee was 95-year old George Dickson B. Baldrige, now of          

Wilmington, NC, who was among the first graduating class of the academy. 
 

While the museum is closed on Monday, the crew opened its doors on May 7th to Mr. Baldridge and the US 

Merchant Marine Academy for an oral history interview in the World War II section of the museum’s exhibit 

hall.  Mr. Baldrige graduated in 1943 and promptly went to sea to support his country.   

Gregg Matalas was kind enough to share images and historical information with us as we continue one of 

our visions to help collect and preserve stories of mariners and those who live and work in maritime                 

communities. 
 

We would like to thank Matalas, for contacting the museum, and we especially want to thank Mr. Baldrige, 

and all those who worked to support our country in wartime and peace.  Without the aid of the merchant 

marines during World War II, we would have never received the adequate supplies  

needed to fight the war, nor experienced the massive US troop transports to countries around 

the world in aid of the Allied war effort.  Many of these men paid the ultimate sacrifice during World War II.   
 

When asked how he felt about the 75th anniversary of the first graduating class at the US Merchant            

Marine Academy, Mr. Baldrige responded, “How do you think I feel?  I feel 95 years old!”
